Asthma must appear and be Active  in the Past History  for the Canning Tool to 
reacognise the patient as an asthmatic. Items are added to here by selecting the 
red + or using the F3 key.

Note : like Asthma patients, Diabetes and CHD will only extract patients who 
have had had an associated diagnosis in Past History , even if for example the 
patient has a HbA1c of 10 the tool will still not assume they are a diabetic unless 
it has been added as a PMH item.   
 
For example: CHD patients would have had to be diagnosed with one of the 
following conditions in their Past History to appear in the CHD indicators:

This means 
that the expected result in the report is 4%.  If the value is significantly below this 
amount, we may suggest that this is not coded correctly.

Suggestion: Create reminders to record HBa1C, Blood Pressure and Cholesterol.

Enter details for HbA1C, Cholesterol and Blood Pressure. 

 
 
Blood pressure will link with the tool even if added to another Blood Pressure 
area of the patient’s record.



CHD  
Approximately 0.1% of the population is likely to have CHD.  This means that the 
expected result in the report is 0.1%.  If the value is significantly below this 
amount, we may suggest that this is not coded correctly. 
 
Approximately 27% of people have high blood pressure, if results are below this, 
then results may not be recorded routinely in the correct field.  A third of people 
over 50 are expected to have high blood pressure.  A half of all people over 70 
are expected to have high blood pressure.

What is the point of Aspirin? 
Aspirin is known the thin the blood, this in turn lowers blood pressure.  There are 
relatively few known side effects for using aspirin.  
 
What are Statins? 
Statins are proven to decrease cholesterol in patients who have had an MI (heart 
attack).  Cholesterol may eventually line the artery walls and cause blood 
pressure to increase. 
 
What is a Beta Blocker? 
A Beta Blocker stops irregular heart beat rhythms from speeding up.

Pap Smears  
GPs should aim to have this result as close to 100% as possible.  Please note 
that this may not be possible as the Canning Tool does not recognize those 
patients who have had a hysterectomy.
