To be eligible for care coordination under the ICCSS program, Aboriginal and/or Torres Strait Islander patients must:


have a care plan 


be registered for the PIP Indigenous Health Incentive


have a written referral from their GP

Patients at HIGH RISK such as:


Greater risk of frequent hospital admissions (2-3 in a 12 month period)


Higher hospital emergency presentations (2-3 presentations in a 12 month period)


Reduced access to timely appropriate clinical services


Requiring coordination to manage multiple services
